
Be mindful of the golden rules: Stay 2m apart where possible + wash hands + keep spaces 

and equipment clean + only meet outside and ideally in bigger spaces + limit your time 

together + limit your group size to less than 16 youth + split into 2 Patrols + no handshakes 

+ minimize sharing equipment.

2 A Patrol refers to youth split into small teams: Lodge, Lair, Patrol or
