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Video Recording Tips
The Scouts Canada uniform is not required to be worn for this video.

e If possible, use a microphone or Bluetooth headset so that the audio is clear and background
noises are minimized.

e Stabilize your phone or camera with a tripod or holding device, if possible.
e Don't have the best lighting at home? Natural light is your best friend!

e Are you a Scouting family? Share a story together in the same shot!
