Pick-up Procedure for Symptomatic Youth/Person

Advise parent/guardian/emergency contact of the recommended practices to follow in contacting the local public health unit to report a
potential case of COVID-19. Having contact information for the local health unit is helpful.
Request the parent to report back to the Scouter-in-Charge information from the public health unit applicable to the Section/Group.
Should a member test positive for COVID-19 following a Scouting activity, the parent/guardian/Scouter should inform the Scouter-in-Charge.
Scouters should provide contact tracing details if requested by the public health unit—recorded on the attendance sheet.
Scouters should not further inform parents/guardians, youth or Scouters unless instructed to do so by the public health unit.
Clean and disinfect the space where the symptomatic person was separated and any areas used by them (e.g. bathroom, common areas).
The Scouter-in-Charge or Group Commissioner must complete and submit an Incident Report Form to Safe Scouting following the Incident

Reporting Procedure. If the Scouter-in-Charge submits the Incident Report Form through the ScoutSafe App, still advise your Group
Commissioner of the incident.

Ensure that attendance and activity information on both the Modified Adventure Application Form and Attendance Sheets
is accurate and up to date in case further information is needed. Scouter in Charge or Group Commissioner should

provide attendance information to Public Health Unit professionals if requested. \
