will you do?
•	 How can everyone respect one another’s beliefs 

during the retreat?

•	 Enjoy your spiritual retreat. If it rains, find 

meaning in the weather. 

Review: 
•	 What do you know now that you did not know 

before about your own beliefs?
•	 How did you feel before, during and after  

this adventure?
•	 What did you learn about the beliefs of others?
